Editing an incorrect time for a swim 
 
Occasionally someone will find an error in the meet results that you have uploaded to the 
USMS meet results database.  You can correct errors in a swimmer’s times if you know what the 
correct time should be.  Usually you will need to contact the meet director and he will check 
the handwritten timer sheets from the meet. 
 
In this example, Thomas Maine’s 500 Free time from the Blue Wave Raiders SCY meet is 
incorrect, probably due to a faulty touchpad.  The time in the meet results is 8:08.77, but the 
final split is missing.  After contacting the meet director, we have determined that the correct 
time should be 9:00.95.

We have found Thomas Maine in the 
list.  Click on “View/Edit Swims” next to 
his name 
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The 500 Freestyle event is the 
one we need to edit.  Click on 
“Edit Swim or Request Splits” 
under that event heading. 
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This screen shows the event 
information, including the 
seed time and the final time.  
The final time is the one we 
need to correct. 
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The time is now corrected in the USMS meet results database:
