James E. Martin Aquatic Center on the campus of Auburn University.

FACILITY:
POOL

Indoor 50 meter by 25-yard pool, offering 8 lanes for long course competition. It is one of the fastest pools in the country with pool depth ranging from 9 feet at the shallowest to 16 feet.  All events will be swum as long-course meters events.
TIMING
Automatic timing will be provided by Colorado Timing System with HYTEK interface on both courses.  Manual back up will be used.  An 8-lane scoreboard will be available.  
The competition course has not been certified in accordance with 104.2.2C(4). 
The length of the competition course is in compliance and on file with USMS in accordance with articles 105.1.7 and 107.2.1, but as a bulkhead course, is subject to length confirmation. Eligibility of times for USMS Top 10 and Records will be contingent on verification of bulkhead placement.
Except where venue facilities require otherwise, changing into or out of swimsuits other than in locker rooms or other designated areas is not appropriate and is prohibited.

WARM-UP AND

START TIMES:
The pool will be available for warm-ups at 4:00 pm Friday night with competition starting at 5:10 pm.  Saturday morning warm-ups will be at 8:00 am with competition beginning at 9:10 am and Sunday morning warm-ups beginning at 8:00 am with competition beginning at 9:10 am.  Afternoon competitions will be 1 hr. 10 min. after completion of morning session.  All warm-ups will be split into two 30 minute warm up sessions.  Designated warm-up and warm-down lanes may be used for USMS swimmers.  Southeastern Swimming Safety Guidelines and Warm-up Procedures will be in effect at this meet.  All times are Central Standard Time. Any USA-S swimmer entered in the meet, unaccompanied by a USA Swimming member coach, must be certified by a USA Swimming member coach as being proficient in performing a racing start or must start each race from within the water.  It is the responsibility of the swimmer or the swimmer’s legal guardian to ensure compliance with this requirement.
SAFETY:
In the interest of safety and accident prevention, spectators, coaches and swimmers are asked to observe all posted pool rules and to conduct themselves in a safe manner.  Only meet officials, meet volunteers, coaches and swimmers will be allowed on the pool deck.  Nobody will be allowed to climb on the diving boards or diving towers for any reason.  Coaches are asked to help control the crowded pool deck by making sure all swimmers that are not at Clerk of Course stay upstairs in the spectator area.  THERE WILL BE NO FOLDING CHAIRS ALLOWED IN THE UPSTAIRS WALKWAY AREAS.  ONLY STADIUM SEATS ARE ALLOWED IN THE SPECTATOR SEATING AREA.  Use of audio or visual recording devices, including a cell phone, is not permitted in changing areas, rest rooms or locker rooms
ELIGIBILITY:
All swimmers must be USA Swimming registered or USMS registered.  Swimmers registered with both organizations must select one organization with which to compete for the entire meet, in advance of competition. Coaches and officials must show certification as required by USA Swimming. Coaches shall display, in an obvious location, their USAS membership cards to be allowed on deck at any SES sanctioned meet. Please check in with security person before entering pool deck. According to FINA rules, a member banned by one governing body is banned by all governing bodies. So from a safe sport perspective, anyone banned from USA Swimming is ineligible to participate or be on deck at any time. 
ENTRIES:
The meet will be limited based on a four hour time line for Friday evening, Saturday and Sunday morning.  Saturday and Sunday afternoon sessions will be limited to no longer than 4 and  ½ hours.  Teams are urged to submit entries using HYTEK’s  “Team Manager” program via email.  A computer printout of entries with the event numbers and event description must accompany the team check with events in published order.  Teams without “Team Manager” must use enclosed entry forms.  USMS swimmers must complete the entry form for USMS swimmers found at the end of this entry form.  Entries are to be listed in long course meters or “NT”.  

ENTRY FEES:
For USA Swimming:

$3.00 per individual event 

$23.00 surcharge per swimmer for non SES swimmers ($5.00 SES surcharge and $18.00 facility fee) for SES swimmers the surcharge is $21.00 per swimmer ($3.00 SES surcharge and $18.00 facility fee).
For USMS Swimmers:

$3.00 per individual event

$18.00 surcharge per swimmer (facility fee)

ENTRY LIMIT:
Swimmers may enter a maximum of 2 events on Friday and no more than 4 individual events per day for Saturday and Sunday.

LATE ENTRIES:
Late entries may be accepted at the discretion of the Meet Director.  

NEW SWIMMERS WILL NOT BE ENTERED INTO THE MEET AFTER THE MEET CAPACITY IS REACHED.

ENTRY ERRORS:
If due to Auburn Aquatics error, the swimmer will be deck entered into an open lane of the heat nearest his/her entry time or in a new heat.  The entire event WILL NOT be reseeded.

ENTRY DEADLINE:
Entry forms, printouts, release/recap sheet and entry fees including surcharges must be received by the Meet Director on or before Tuesday, April 1, 2014, subject to entry limits.

SEEDING:
All events are timed finals and will be seeded according to all applicable USA Swimming rules.  Seed times will be times entered on the entry form.  Entries with no time (NT) will be seeded by random draw.  Notification of scratches will be appreciated in case lanes are needed for late entries.

The 400 Free, 400 IM, and 1500 Free will be seeded fast to slow and combined 13 and over.  We reserve the right to limit any event as necessary due to the session limitations.  The 1500 Free will be seeded mixed.  We reserve the right to limit the 1500 to no fewer than 2 heats of each distance.
All Senior events will be limited to 13 and over swimmers only.  USMS swimmers will be seeded in “13 and Over” events. Teams will be notified if any events have been limited as stated above.  All 12 and under events will be swum together and scored separately.  The courses and events will be split or combined at the discretion of the meet referee in the interest of running the most efficient meet.  Time standards for events are listed in the order of events below and are applicable to all entrants.
SCRATCHES:
All scratches should be submitted to the Clerk of Course as soon as possible to provide lanes for possible late entries.

AWARDS:
There are no awards for 13 and over events.  All awards will be based on high point scoring for each of the 12 and under age groups.  Trophies will be given to the top 10 places in each of the 12 and under age groups (11-12, 9-10 and 8 and under) for total points scored in the meet.  Scoring for age group high point will be 20-17-16-15-14-13-12-11-9-7-6-5-4-3-2-1.  

SCORING:
There will be no Team scoring.  Only 12 and under age groups will be scored.
