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HOST:

           The Butte Tarpon Swim Team invites you to participate in the seventeenth annual Mining City Classic.

LOCATION:
The meet will be held at the Butte Family YMCA which will also be this site for the 2013 Montana Short Course State Championships. This is an 8 lane, 25-yard regulation short course indoor pool with non-turbulent lane markers, and an 8 lane scoreboard.  A separate warm-up /cool down pool is available. 

DIRECTIONS:
The facility is located at 2975 Washoe Street in Butte. Take the Montana Street exit into Butte, then turn south onto Montana Street. Continue south (straight) on Montana Street past the Town Pump on the left and the cemeteries on the right.  Veer left at the end of the cemetery onto Hansen Road.  Continue south along Hansen Road to the YMCA (copper and gray building on left).

RULES:
This meet is approved by USA Swimming and Montana Swimming number 0872 and is sanctioned by Montana Masters. The 2012 USA Swimming and Montana Swimming rules will govern the conduct of the meet. Timing will be by Colorado Timing System with pads at each end of the pool or with manual watches. All events will be timed finals.  Each team will be assigned lane timing assignments.  A sign up sheet will be posted at the meet specifying lane assignments.  Any swimmer entered in the meet, unaccompanied by a USA Swimming member coach, must be certified by a USA Swimming member coach as being proficient in performing a racing start or must start each race from within the water.  It is the responsibility of the swimmer or the swimmer's legal guardian to ensure compliance with this requirement. 

ELIGIBILITY:
Age as of the first day of the meet shall determine the age group in which the swimmer must compete. All swimmers must be currently registered athlete members of USA Swimming or the FINA equivalent, or currently registered members of US Masters swimming. USA Swimming athlete and coach registrations will be verified by the MT Swimming Registration Chairperson prior to the meet.

FEES:
An entry fee of $15.00 plus $2.00 per event will be charged for each swimmer competing in the meet. There will be a charge of $5.00 per relay team. Entry fees must accompany the entries in US dollars. Please make checks payable to BTST. Entries will not be accepted without payment of entry fees and proper paperwork. Waivers must be signed. There will be no refunds. 

EVENTS:
Individual events will be swum as noted on the event list. Events will be scored and awarded 8&U, 9-10, 11-12, 13-14, 15-16, and 17 &O. Swimmers age 17 and over will not receive individual event awards, but will be eligible to receive high point towels for the top three overall  individual boys and girls. Disabled swimmers will be scored and awarded separately from able-bodied swimmers.

Swimmers in the 1000 Free, 500 Free and the 400 IM must provide their own timers, and swimmers in the 1000 and 500 Free must also provide their own counters. The 500 and 1000 free will be seeded and swum mixed fastest to slowest; the 400 IM will be seeded and swum mixed slowest to fastest, but all will be scored and awarded by age group for both girls and boys. If only a few swimmers are entered into an event, other events may be combined, seeded and swum as a mixed event at the meet referee’s discretion, but will be scored and awarded by sex and age group.

Relays will be seeded and swum as mixed. Teams may compete as all girls, all boys, or a mix of boys and girls. There are also 18 and under relays. 

Disabled swimmers are welcome. All disabled swimmers will be awarded high point towels in each age group and sex as listed above. Disabled swimmers must contact the meet referee to arrange for any needed accommodations by November 2, 2012. It is at the discretion of the meet referee to determine whether the needed accommodations can be met by the meet resources.

Masters swimmers are welcome and encouraged to compete at this meet. Please enter with your Masters ID number and not a USA Swimming ID number.

LIMITATIONS:
Each swimmer may compete in a total of ten (10) individual events with a maximum of five (5) individual events each on Saturday and five (5) on Sunday. Swimmers may compete in one (1) relay per day.
ENTRIES:
Entries should be submitted as follows:

1. Teams should e-mail entries to bwheel33@gmail.com using Hy-Tek or Team Unify software (preferred method) by November 2.  Along with your meet entry file, include your team meet entry report (relay and individual entries) and team entry fee report from Team Manager or Team unify (in PDF, word or rich text format). Do not include relay swimmer names with your relay entries. Please e-mail all reports. Completed paperwork, signed waiver, team entry report, and entry fees must be received by November 5. 

2. Individuals (not teams) without access to Hy-Tek or Team Unify software may submit your entries on the enclosed master entry sheet. Hy-Tek Lite entry software may be downloaded for free from the Hy-Tek website to enter swimmers. Swimmers may also e-mail the entry data to the registrar.
DEADLINE:

Phone/e-mail entries for individuals only (not teams) will be accepted until 8:00 p.m., November 3, 2012. Send the individual entries to Bill Wheeler at 406- 490-1536 or bwheel33@gmail.com. Entry fees for the individual entries must be received prior to the start of the meet. Deck entries will only be allowed at the discretion of the meet referee and will be seeded as exhibition swims and are not eligible for awards. No text messages will be accepted for entries or entry questions.
START TIME:
On Saturday, warm-ups for the 500 Free will start at 7:00 a.m.  Following the 500 Free, there will be a general warm-up session before the beginning of the remaining events. On Sunday, warm-ups for the 1000 Free will start at 7:00 a.m. Following the 1000 Free, there will be a general warm-up session before the beginning of the remaining events.
Warm-up times are subject to change depending upon the number of entries. Teams will be notified of any changes by November 7th.  Warm-up schedules will be e-mailed on Wednesday afternoon, November 7, 2012, to teams providing e-mail addresses and posted on the MT Swimming website.
SCORING: 

20-17-16-15-14-13-12-11-9-7-6-5-4-3-2-1 points for individual events only.
AWARDS:
Individual high point towels will be given for the top three places in each age group.  8 and under high point will receive medals in addition to towels.  Ribbons for first through sixteenth will be awarded for each individual event through age 16 only.  Swimmers ages 17 and over will only be awarded high point towels for the top three overall high point winners for both boys and girls, but will receive no individual event awards.  There are no awards for relays. There will be no awards ceremony.  Teams shall designate a responsible adult to pick up all awards after the meet.
SAFETY:
Montana Swimming warm-up procedures and safety guidelines will be in effect for the duration of the meet. Each coach is responsible for informing swimmers of the provisions of the safety code before attending the meet.  No diving is allowed from the turn end of the pool. A safety marshal will be on deck during the meet. The USA Swimming code of conduct and athlete protection policies will be enforced. Absolutely no glass containers are allowed in the building. No cameras of any type are allowed in the dressing rooms and the restrooms. No area of the building should be considered secure. BTST and Butte Family YMCA are not responsible for loss or damage of any items.

Spectators: 
Spectators may be seated in the spectator areas on the bleachers on the pool deck, on the bleachers on the balcony above the start end of the pool, and on the bleachers along the windows in the upstairs workout room. No spectators will be allowed along the west wall in the coach seating area. In the coach seating area only meet management, officials, and coaches may be in this area except that athletes may talk briefly with their coaches and then leave the area. We also ask that parents of 9 and over swimmers not be in the area behind the blocks. 

SCRATCHES:
There will be no clerk of course. Heat and lane assignments will appear in the program. Swimmers are responsible for taking their position behind the blocks. Coaches shall report scratches on the scratch sheet or to the meet referee prior to the start of the meet both days.

OFFICIALS:

To the extent possible, teams are asked to provide timers and other certified meet officials.

CONCESSIONS:
The BTST parents will be operating a concession stand and swim shop during the meet.

PROTESTS:

All protests of any kind will be given to the Meet Referee.
