1. Medical Evacuation Plan 

We have a fire and rescue boat or a Coast Guard boat on the river which will patrol outside the area with swimmers to keep other boats away.  We have an ambulance at the finish line, and we have 2 motor boats which will be moored,5 jet skis and 12 – 20 kayaks on the water. All of these folks will have walkie talkies and / or cell phones. The 2.5 mile race will finish at the same place the 4.5 mile race will finish.

2. The closest hospital is Erlanger which is 3 miles away. The Ambulance would                                                                                                      transport a person if needed. 

3. We will delay the start of the race until 9:00 a.m. if we have inclement weather. If at 9 a.m. it does not look like we will have 3.0 hours to finish we will cancel the race. We will not run the race on Sunday, June 15th.

4. We have between 6 and 10 people certified as lifeguards on the boats. We will use                                                      the McCallie School and Parks and Rec. rescue equipment. This equipment will be spread out on the boats and jet skis.

5. Website is at chattanoogaratrace.com. We have online registration.
6. The safety point people will be Stan Corcoran & Peggy Grall – Both are certified                                   Red Cross Lifeguard Instructors.

7. The start will be in the water start. There is a current and depending on the current will depend on exactly how we start. We will have a fair start. Crowding has never been an  issue. We have a mile wide river.

8. We will have two orange bouys that mark the finish line. You will then head down stream away from the finish and exit on a boat ramp under the Market Street bridge. 

9. We will have 2 color caps. One for the 2.5 mile race and one for the 4.5 mile race.

10. We will mark numbers on the swimmers arms before we start the race.

11. There will be a safety briefing before the start of the race.

12. Official & Volunteer meeting will be held at Cooledge Park at 7:00 a.m.
13. Proof of  insurance for boats & jet ski’s will be held by the race director.
14. Start of 2.5 mile race is at the Hudson House by the 1st green of the Chattanooga   Country Club. The start of the 4.5 mile race will be at Rivermont Park boat dock. The finish line will be under the walking bridge. Swimmers will swim down stream 200 yards and exit at the Market street boat ramp.
15. Water temp is usually about 75 in early June.
16.  We will check swimmers names off as get in the water and when they exit water after the race. If someone gets out of the race before the finish line they will be instructed to go to the finish and let race officials know they are done.
17. Swimmers will wait on shore if bad weather comes up. Swimmers will be checked off as they get picked up. They will report back to the finish of the race and get checked in.
