1. Medical Evacuation Plan - there will be a fire and rescue boat, 6 motor boats, 2 jet skis and 25 kayaks on the water. An ambulance will be at the start and finish line. Everyone on the watercraft will be equipped with walkie-talkies and / or  cell phones. 

2. There will be 6 certified lifeguards on the kayaks and boats. We will use                                                      the McCallie School and Chattanooga Parks and Recreation rescue equipment. This equipment will be spread out between the boats and jet skis.

3. Erlanger Hospital is the closest hospital at 2 miles away. The ambulance would transport a person to the hospital, if needed. 

4. The safety point persons are Stan Corcoran and Peggy Grall – both certified Red Cross Lifeguard Instructors.

5. There will be a mandatory safety briefing before the start of the race.

6. The race will start at 4:30 p.m. In the event of inclement weather, we will delay the start until 6:00 p.m. If, at 6 p.m., it does not look like we can finish due to weather, the race will be canceled.

7. The race will have an in the water start. The exact start will be determined by the current. 

8. Four orange buoys will mark the finish gate. After the swimmer finishes, they will exit via the Market Street boat ramp. 

9. Swimmers will be marked before the race starts.
