A void health dangers 
Here are their tips to help avoid the most common 

causes of death. 

• Coronary Artery Disease - New medical 
treatments and public education have brought a 25 
percent drop in the .death rate from this top killer in 
the last ten years. An American male has a 50 
percent chance that when he dies the cause will be· 
related to the heart. To protect yourself, check blood 
pressure regularly. It should be no higher than 
approximately your age plus 100 on the top or 90 on 
the bottom. 

Exercise on a regular basis. There's no better 
protection against heart disease for a person in 
normal health than exercising at least 20-30 minutes, 
four or five days each week. 

Do not smoke, stay on a low-fat diet, keeping 
your blood cholesterol no more than 200. 

• Stroke - The second greatest killer, but we 
have improved the death rate by 5 percent yearly 
since 1972. Strokes can be largely avoided by not 
smoking, keeping blood pressure normal, drinking 
moderately, staying thin and keeping cholesterol and 
triglycerides levels low. 

Temporary weakness or numbness of the face, 
arm, leg; temporary loss of speech, vision; sudden 
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dizziness is a stroke warning. 
If any of warnings appear, call a physician. 
• Luna and Colon Cancer - Almost 73,000 

A.Jllericans, 1 in 3, will fall prey to some form of 
cancer. To reduce the death rate by half within 15 
years, apply modern, early detection techniques. The 
leader, colon cancer, can sometimes be found early 
by a very simple occult blood test done In a doctor's 
office at a minimal cost two or three times a year. 

To reduce your hazard from cancer, stop 
smoking. Cigarette smoking is the primary cause of 
lung cancer and 30 percent of other cancers. 

• Female and Breast cancer - One out of every 
13 women at some time will face breast cancer. 
Cervical cancer deaths are almost entirely prevent· 
able by an annual Pap Smear. New mammogram 
testing for breast cancer is both safe and recom­
mended, sometimes on an annual basis, for women 
more than 45 years old. 

• Hypertension - High blood pressure, a silent 
killer, is involved in over a million deaths per year. 
But because of early detection stroke, heart, kidney 
disease (age-corrected) annual death rates .are down 
almost 50 percent in the last 15 years. To protect 
yourself from hypertension, eliminate fat and salt 
from your diet. We know hypertension is linked to 
obesity and lack of exercise. Exercise at least three 
or four times a week and have your blood pressure 
checked regularly.

FINA TECHNICAL RULES will replace USS Rules as 
of Sept. 1, 1988 . Masters Swimming wi l l be al ­
lowed to retain the SC start, breaststroke kick 
in butterfly and starting from the pool side or 
in the water. There is still some question re­
garding the backstroke start and the FINA Mas­
ters SwilTVTling Committee will be addressing this 
and other problems. An explanation wil l be 
forthcoming whenever a decision is reached. 

RULE CHANGES AFFECTING YOUR LMSC 
1. Competitors may be allowed to swim only 
once per meet in each of the following relays: 
mens/womens 200 medley , 400 medley , 200 free ­
style , 400 freestyle and 800 freestyle ; mixed 
200 medley, 400 medley, 200 freestyl e, 400 free­
style and 800 freestyle. 

2. Obstructing another swimmer by swimming a­
cross or otherwise interfering may disqualify 
the offender and the offender shall immediately 
be removed from the lane. (This applys when 
swilTVTling two to a lane in a distance event.) 
3. Seeding at meets other than National Cham­
pionships may be either fast-to - slow or slow-to­
fast. 

4. The minimum number of officials at USMS sanc­
tioned or approved Masters swimming meets shall 
include the following. (The Referee and Starter 
may double as Stroke and Turn Judges, but the 
Referee and Starter may not be the same person.) 

1 Referee 
l Starter 
2 Stroke & Turn Judges 
2 Timers per lane (if automatic timing is not 

being used) 
5. Relay leadoff times and individual split 
times wi l l be considered for Top Ten Times if 
recorded by fully automatic officiating equipment 
and provided such splits are brought to the at­
tention , in writing , of the LMSC Top Ten Recorder. 
RULE CHANGES AFFECTING NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS 

1 . A Meet Evaluation committee has been estab-
1 ished. 

2. Two tapes must be made for each heat - one 
to post and the original for the records. 
3. All courses must have electronic read out 
boards. For at least one course, the electronic 
read out board must have the capability to dis­
play times for all lanes simultaneously. 
4. One copy of the meet entry form and meet in­
formation shall be sent to all LMSC chairpersons 
and to all registered clubs. 

, 
5. - Meets must be computerized . 

6. Deck- seeded individual events will appear in 
the heat sheets but NOT relays . 

7. Swimmers affiliation as stated on the entry 
form will apply throughout the meet. 
8. If 4th Day (long events ) is swum as 1st Day, 
2nd Day becomes 2nd Day, 1st Day becomes 3rd Day 
and 3rd Day becomes 4th Day. 
9. Team awards will be given for 1st, 2nd and 
3rd places in all categories. 

10. The number of entrants for Team Scoring has 
been changed - Division I will be clubs with 
more than 16 entrants in Women and Men while in 
the Combined category clubs with more than 32 
will be in Division I. 
There are a few additional changes - mostly 
housekeeping and a few policies for conducting 
the National Championships. 
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COMPETITIVE MASTERS AND THEIR FEARS 
by George E. Bole 

Over my many years in this wonderful sport, I 
have experienced and witnessed the ice cold 
dreaded hand of fear on the competitive swimmer . 
It has been responsible for the losses of titles, 
championships, fond hopes and aspirations. Now 
I find that fear stil l plays a very prominent 
part in the performances at the Masters level 
too. So, maybe it might be interesting to ex­
amine where fear l urks. 

Naturally, the very first fear for competitors 
is of taking part. To be the cynosure of all 
eyes as one climbs up on the block is terror 
enough, but there is the added fear of looking 
ridiculous (at my age!). Everyone is looking at 
you . Nonsense, don't even turn one hair, be­
cause I can assure you, disconcerting as it may 
be, that outside of your immediate supporters 
and your competition, no one even notices you. 
In less than a couple of minutes or so, no one 
will even recall your swim (sometimes even the 
timer forgets!). 

Another fear , self-imposed, is that of insuffi ­
ciently working equipment. Goggles that slip 
off, cloud up, leak , etc. Hats too tight or too 
loose with the accompanying discomfort. Suits 
with untied strings, with straps that rub or are 
too baggy causing drag. $Tarting blocks that 
are shakey. These fears can be dispelled and 
should be by the competitor. All equipment 
should be tried out in warm-up prior to the com­
petition. 

Heat-sheets often create fear in many competi­
tors. I've watched people feverishly going 
through the sheet to see who the competition is 
and what heat they're in and what time submitted~ 
Always I hear that everyone (who hasn't 'sand­
bagged') has a better time . The fear reduces 
some people to miniscule size. And it shouldn't~ 
If you are prepared for the event and you are 
aware of what to expect then fear no one but 
yourself because that's who you are in competi­
tion with. Swim for your own improvement. If 
you have done everything you should to get a re­
sult, then have no fear . You will swim your best 

Of course, the competitor who has all sorts of 
gripes about his/her lane placement is also dis­
playing a bad case of nerves-- fear. He/she hates 
the outside lane because of the wash, etc. or 

To these people, I'd say, it doesn't matter at 
all, the world won't stop if you don't win and 
if you do your very 100% best, then whatever 
happens you can't lose. In Masters swinuning 
there are no losers. There are others who may be 
faster, but everyone who takes part and tries 
honestly is a winner. 

Another group familiar to the fear syndrome are 
those often conscientious folk who feel that 
either they have not done enough preparation or 
have done too much . These people worry too if 
they have tapered too long or not long enough. 
To such people, I would say, get a reputable, 
knowledgeable coach and let him accept the re­
sponsibility and fear that goes with it . And I 
can assure you that coaches at all levels--from 
Olympic to Age Group--suffer monumental fears on 
account of adequacy or other aspects of tapering. 

If you haven't a coach, I would advise you to 
keep a log book and check back on previous prep­
arations. This way you will see when you had 
your best performances and what you did before­
hand. This would be your taper and if you are 
satisfied, then fear goes through the window. 

We come now to a whole series of recognizable 
fears and-- 1 hope--cures for them. One that 
stands out a lot is the fear of swimming the race 
in the wrong manner. That is, the swimmer who is 
afraid of going out too fast lest he may not fin­
ish! This baffles me, we have competitors train­
ing 5, 000 to 7,000 yards per day and yet are 
scared they won ' t finish 200 yards. Usually 
these people, to coin a Braininism, want to 
'arrive alive' and so do so with an explosive 
twenty yards after the opposition has finished. 

The obvious cure for this type of swimmer is to 
pace t~eir efforts in warm- up. Know your pace 
for c6ming home and practice it . Once you re­
peat this four or five times with reasonable 
rests, you can stop worrying and get on with 
doing well in the competition. 

The following fears will only be dispelled by 
assiduous practice: l ) the fear of false-start­
ing, 2) of being left on the block, 3) disquali­
fication for stroke, turns and finishes, 4) fear 
of take-overs in team race situations. Only 
daily practice will make you feel really confi­
dent on these points . If you work at them, you 
should anticipate--not fear--the occasions .
